Autumn Tidbits:

The end of the official 2009 brush pick-up program is October 25th   Any and all brush must be taken to the City’s transfer station (at no charge) after that date.  Remaining dates are October 11 and October 25.

The City will start to pick up leaves when the weather dictates.  This program will last as long as “Mother Nature” allows or until all the leaves are gone.  These leaves are used for composting, so please don’t put branches, sticks or twigs in with your leaves.  The preferred method is that the leaves be raked out to, but not in, the road.  You may bag them if you like.
FLU SHOT CLINIC
The Oneida County Health Department will hold a flu shot clinic at the City of Sherrill Courthouse on Monday, November 1st from 1:30-3:00 p.m.  The clinic is for anyone over 19 years old and free to Medicaid or Medicare Part B cardholders.  You MUST bring your card.  The charge is $25.00 (cash or check) for all others. You may schedule an appointment at www.ocgov.net or call 798-5747.
The Sherrill-Kenwood Water District will soon start the flushing of water mains.  On Monday, October 11th the following streets will be affected:  Rt. 5, Prospect Street, Rowland Place and the entire north side of the city.  On Tuesday, October 12th every street west of Sherrill Road, and on Wednesday, October 13th every street east of Sherrill Road will be flushed.  Finally on Thursday, October 14th the Kenwood portion of the water district will be affected by flushing.  Customers may experience dirty water and low pressure during the week.

From the Police Blotter…
· If you have an emergency call 911.  If you have a non-emergency complaint call 363-3200.  If the on-duty officer is not at the station, this will roll-over to Oneida County dispatch who will relay the message or complaint to the on-duty officer.  If you would like to leave a message call 363-6221, the administration line.

· The “No Parking” on city streets ordinance will resume November 1st and will be in effect until April 30th.  This ordinance applies to all streets between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 7:00 a.m.

· Studded tires are allowed from Oct. 15th  - May 1st 

· If you are going away for a week or longer, notify the police department so that a check of your residence may be made.

· Please observe and obey the various “No Parking” signs in and around the city.

· Storage of campers, motor homes, boats, etc., during the winter months must be in your side yard or backyard.  By definition the side yard does not extend beyond the front of your “physical” house.

FIRE DEPARTMEN NEWS
FIRE PREVENTION MONTH:  The Sherrill- Kenwood Fire Department would like to make the community aware that the month of October is Fire Prevention Month.  Fire Prevention education was started as a way to remember the Great Chicago Fire that occurred on October 9th 1871.  Over 300 people perished in the fire, 100,000 were left homeless, and over 200 million dollars in property was lost.  On Monday October 4th, members of the Sherrill-Kenwood Fire Department will be going to McAllister Elementary School to teach students about the importance of fire prevention.  Please take the time to discuss fire prevention with your children.  Also, take the time to ensure that your home is as safe as possible.  This will always be time well spent.

SMOKE DETECTORS:  Make sure that there are smoke detectors on every floor of the house.  There should also be smoke detectors located in all bedrooms and one located outside sleeping areas.  Newer houses may have this already in place.  Older homes should make sure that these detectors are located properly.  Also, test your detectors on a monthly basis to make sure they are working properly.  Routinely vacuum to remove any dust that may accumulate.  Change your batteries when you change your clocks in November. Lastly, replace your smoke detector if it is older than 10 years.

FIREPLACES AND WOODSTOVES:  We have had a great warm summer, but before you know it snow will be here.  Take the opportunity now to have all of your fireplaces and woodstoves inspected and cleaned if needed.  Each year we are called to chimney fires.  These could be avoided with proper inspection and cleaning.

NEW MEMBERSHIP!!  The Sherrill-Kenwood Fire Department is continually looking for new members to fill their ranks.  If you have ever wondered how you could become more active within your community, the fire department has a place for you.  There are many activities within the department that could benefit from your time and talent. ASSESSOR NEWS

It is time to renew your ENHANCED STAR school property tax exemption!!!  The Enhanced Star income maximum for 2009 is $79,050.  Please contact Bob Comis at City Hall 363-2440 to schedule an appointment.  

Those applying for a new or renewed Enhanced STAR exemption may elect to participate in a voluntary program whereby the Assessor’s office is automatically notified in future years by the State regarding the income eligibility of the applicant(s).  This “automatic” process is only useful for those filing New York State income tax returns.  Applications for the so-called “Income Verification Program” are available at the Assessor’s office.  This “automatic” process cannot be used for any other income-related exemption application such as and including the Senior Citizen’s exemption application.

The Basic STAR property tax exemption, although very easy to qualify for (no income limit for instance), must be applied for, although renewal is not necessary.  If you have recently purchased a residence in Sherrill or have not previously applied for the Basic STAR exemption, you may qualify for this significant property tax exemption designed to lower your school tax bill.  The residence MUST be your primary residence to qualify for Basic STAR.

     In 1926 a Community Plate Deluxe serving set for six was selling for $34.25.

     There are over 400 items relative to Sherrill residents serving in WW II.
     The bridge over Oneida Creek on Route 5 in Oneida Castle cost $50,000 to construct.

     In 1945 an architectural drawing of a proposed high school in Sherrill set its construction cost at $761,000.

     In 1948 voters turned down a plan for a new Sherrill High School by an 857-90 margin.
     In 1944 a proposed merger between Sherrill and Vernon schools estimated that a new school would cost $600,000.

     In these binders are many articles referring to the proposed consolidation of Sherrill, Vernon and Verona schools.

     In 1941 Postmaster Arthur Egan saved a dog from drowning in Sherrill Pond.

     In 1950, Clarence Hamilton retired after 62 years with Oneida Ltd.

     The Conde Milking Machine plant on West Hamilton Avenue was built in 1941.

     An article suggesting that the sun may become the #1 source of power.

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ONEIDA COMMUNITY MANSION HOUSE

Christian Goodwillie, Special Collections Librarian at Hamilton College, will discuss the lives of Shaker women on October 14 at 7:00.  The United Society of Believers in Christ's Second Appearing, more commonly called Shakers, were one of the few American communal societies to offer women equal opportunities for leadership roles in both spiritual and administrative capacities.  Founded by a woman, Mother Ann Lee, the Shakers flourished during the nineteenth and early twentieth century. Shaker women, while always in positions of authority, particularly came to prominence in the late nineteenth and twentieth centuries as the number of Shaker men diminished. Goodwillie's talk will highlight such Shaker women as Mother Ann Lee, Mother Lucy Wright, Eldress Betsy Smith, Sister Anna White, Sister Aurelia Mace, Eldress Emma B. King, Sister R. Mildred Barker, and Sister Frances Carr. Through and examination of the lives of these women the audience will learn how life has changed for Shaker women over the last two hundred and twenty years.
Opening reception for "Oneida Community Women in the Material World" will be held October 22, from 5:00 – 7:00 pm. The exhibit features objects expressive of those who created or used them.  On display are products of communal needlework including children's apparel and a reform dress, the probable precursor of the Bloomer costume worn by early advocates of Women's Rights.  The quilting materials include a quilt (the "Second Best") not on display for many years.  Also on view are artifacts of two silk thread industries: "machine twist," thread for sewing machines made by factory employees and thread for hand-sewing made by Community women in their home, the Mansion House.  There are several examples of miniature bureaus, the Oneida Community's distinctive cabinet furniture made to hold a woman's personal belongings.
