SHERRILL ELECTRIC RULES AND REGULATIONS

R. Comis reported that the city has reviewed section 6 of the Rules & Regulations for the electric department which refers to line extensions.  The old regulation was a bit vague and called for 12% surcharge annually on line extensions.  The line extensions in question are for services that are in excess of 500 feet from an existing street or Sherrill services property.  After talking with the New York Power Authority, they were concerned with the back-up of the charges and the vagueness of the repayment schedule.  M. Holmes has revamped the surcharge and tied it to depreciation, taxes and maintenance.  A motion was made by J. Gilbert and seconded by J. Merrill that the following section be proposed to replace the concern section 6 - Line Extension.

     6.  Line Extension

A.  The City shall hereafter furnish, place, construct, operate, maintain and when necessary, replace at its own cost and expense all overhead electric lines and overhead service connections and other facilities within the territorial limits of any street, avenue, road or way that is for any highway purpose under the jurisdiction of the legislative body of any city, town, village, county or the State of New York, or on a private right of way when the City elects to use such a route in lieu of construction within such limits.


B.  Upon written application of the owner or occupant of any property abutting on any such street, avenue, road or way within five hundred (500) feet for single phase service or three hundred (300) feet for three phase service requested, the City shall furnish, place and construct at its own cost and expense such lines, service connections and facilities as are necessary to render the service requested upon the granting of any required easements without cost to the City.


C.  Whenever an owner or occupant of any property abutting on any street, avenue, road or way as hereinbefore defined, upon which there is no electric line appropriate to the service requested within a distance of five hundred (500) feet for single phase service or three hundred (300) feet for three phase service from said property, makes a written application for service, the City shall furnish, place and construct such lines to serve said property, provided, and

(1) that said applicant shall first have assured the City that he will be a reasonably permanent customer, and

(2) that he shall first have executed an agreement, the terms of which shall provide substantially as follows:

(a)  In addition to the rates charged to customers as defined in the Service Classifications section of this document, the applicant shall agree to pay a surcharge of five percent (5%) for estimated depreciation (3%), taxes (1%) and maintenance (1%) per year of actual total reasonable construction cost, excluding the cost of service wires and associated accessories.  The surcharge is applicable to the proportional sum of the total reasonable construction cost for the full extension which exceeds the amount of the allowed footage, five hundred (500) feet for single phase service and three hundred (300) feet for three phase service, from the end of the nearest electrical line appropriate to the service requested; said surcharge to be paid annually or ratable for each billing period. 

(b)  Whenever more than one customer is connected to said connection, said surcharge shall be so adjusted as to yield to the City not more than said five percent (5%) in any one year from all customers served from said extension and said surcharge shall be proportionally allocated per the number of customers served from said extension, taking into account that five hundred (500) feet for single phase overhead extensions or in the case of three phase, three hundred (300) feet of extension, and a service are to be allowed without surcharge for each customer connected thereof.

(c) The surcharge shall cease when the number of customers on a single phase electric extension multiplied by five hundred feet shall equal or exceed the length of the electric extension, or whenever the total revenue in each of any two consecutive calendar years from all such customers on the electric extension shall exceed one-fourth of the actual reasonable construction cost of said electric extension.  Additionally, no surcharge shall be imposed if the total estimated revenue from all such customers in each of any two consecutive calendar years shall exceed one-fourth of said cost as defined in this paragraph. 



(3)  that he shall first have furnished reasonable security as to performance of his agreement if so required.


D.  The portion of the overhead electric service line beyond the limits of a street, avenue, road or way as hereinbefore defined shall be provided, placed, constructed, owned and maintained by the City provided, however, in case an intermediate support is required, the customer shall pay to the City the cost of that portion thereof as exceeds one hundred (100) feet, measured from the property line where the City’s line is constructed in the highway, or from the point of attachment.  Underground service laterals shall be installed, owned and maintained by the customer at the customer’s expense in accordance with the City’s requirements.


E.  The City shall hereafter be solely responsible for the maintenance and replacement of all underground and overhead electric lines, underground and overhead service connections and facilities placed within a street, avenue, road or way as hereinbefore defined used by the City for supplying electricity to its customers; and if adequate maintenance requires the reconstruction or replacement of such service connections and facilities, said lines, service connections and facilities shall be reconstructed or replaced by the City.


F.  Acquiring the Right-of-Way where necessary for an extension



The applicant or applicants shall execute and deliver to the City free from cost permanent easements or rights-of-way insofar as the extension or subsequent additions thereto affect the property owned by the applicant or applicants for the placing and maintaining the extended line.

The City shall not be obliged to commence construction of an extension of its electric system until the applicant or applicants to be served by such extension have obtained and delivered to the City satisfactory permanent easements or rights-of-way agreements or have agreed to pay a surcharge of five percent (5%) per annum of such costs as may be incurred by the City if at the applicant’s requires it obtains such easements or rights-of-way.

These provisions are applicable irrespective of the length of the extension.

Additionally the above changes will be submitted to NYPA for their approval as the City’s regulator.
