CHANGE ORDER CURBING CONTRACT


R. Comis reported that the contractor for the City’s curbing contract, Concrete Slip Form Curb, Inc. had agreed to hold the price for the 2010 contract work until 2011 because the work couldn’t be completed until 2011.  Then the city had to cut the project streets down a bit.  The contractor asked for a change order to increase the price per foot from $6 to $7, but with the decreased work the project would still be under budget.
