RESOLUTION AND AUTHORIZING TRANSMITTAL TO SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO THE NEW YORK STATE OFFICE OF PARKS, RECREATION AND HISTORIC PRESERVATION FOR THEIR 2011 – 2012 PARK DEVELOPMENT AND PLANNING PROGRAM

The following motion was moved by J. Merrill and seconded by B. Brewer that:


WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill desire to apply to the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation, for a Park Development Grant to develop the area around the Community Activity Center (CAC) into a community park.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:


That Joseph Shay as Mayor of the City of Sherrill, and/or Robert Comis, as City Manager of the City of Sherrill, is hereby authorized and directed to file an application for funds from the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and historic Preservation in accordance with the provisions of Title 9 of the Environmental Protection Act of 1993, in an amount not to exceed $400,000, and upon approval of said request to enter into and execute a project agreement with the State for such financial assistance to this City for the development of the green space at the City’s Community Activity Center (CAC) into a community park and, if appropriate, a conservation easement/preservation covenant to the deed of the assisted property.
