UNSAFE BUILDING HEARING

504 E. CAMPBELL AVE.


Mayor Vineall opened the hearing for the unsafe building for 504 E. Campbell Ave. notice from the City of Sherrill was served on the owner after the previous meeting.  Jamie Grobb was present of the hearing representing his mother (and property owner) who is in the hospital and likely destined for the Oneida Extended Care Facility.  After a conversation between the City and Mr. Grobb, who brought the commission up to speed on the status of the property and provided updated pictures of the house.  The following resolution was offered by J. Gilbert and seconded by J. Merrill that:

WHEREAS, a Notice of Unsafe Building, in accordance with Sherrill City Ordinance number 28, was served on the owner and all parties having an interest in real property located at 504 East Campbell Avenue, tax map ID #332.011-1-16, pursuant to the Sherrill City Commission’s actions at its meeting on Monday, April 23, 2012, and same having also been filed with the Oneida County Clerk; and 


WHEREAS, said Notice of Unsafe Building called for a hearing to be held at the Sherrill City Commission meeting on Monday, May 14, 2012 at 7:15 pm in the courtroom of the Sherrill City Court, 373 Sherrill Road, Sherrill, New York; and 


WHEREAS, said hearing was held and Jamie Grobb having appeared on behalf of the owner of said property, Joyce M. Grobb, and having given an update on the status of the clean-up of the property of the Sherrill City Commission; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Grobb having also given a time line for the clean-up and inspection of the property and the Sherrill City Commission having considered and agreed to same;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Jamie Grobb will have two weeks and shall report at the next Sherrill City Commission meeting to be held on May 29th at 7:00 pm, at the Sherrill City Court on the clean up; and said property shall be clean of all clutter and debris and to be ready for an inspection, and Mr. Grobb shall present to the Commission a contract which he shall have entered into with an building inspector; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the Sherrill City Codes Inspector shall also inspect said real property prior to the May 29th Sherrill City Commission meeting and make a report to the Commission as to the status of the clean-up of the property; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the Sherrill City Commission with the input of the City Codes Inspector and Mr. Grobb will delineate a further time line for work to be done on the property at the May 29th meeting of the Sherrill City Commission.
