CAC PROJECT CHANGE ORDER


R. Comis reported that at the previous meeting the City Commission would be asked to authorize work on the older section of the Community Center roof.  The added work was suggested to take advantage of an asbestos removal project required to transition the new entrance roof into the older roof. Motion was made by M. Hennessy and seconded by P. Hubbard that Easton Construction be authorized to replace some of the existing roof on the CAC building.  The cost of the roof replacement would not exceed $9, 500.00.

WWTP IMPROVEMENT PROJECT CHANGE ORDER


R. Comis reported that larger pumps were needed for the new boiler.  The Engineer had mistakenly undersized the pumps.  A credit will be received from the Engineers for the amount of this change order #2 ($2,843.14).  There was a change order #1 did not come before the commission since it resulted in a decrease to C.O. Falter’s contract by $2,800.  Motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by P. Hubbard to approve the change order #2 in the amount of $2,843.14 on the WWTP Improvements Contract.

PARK DEVELOPMENT AND PLANNING GRANT APPLICATION

The following motion was made by P. Hubbard and seconded by J. Merrill that:

WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill desires to apply to the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation, for a Park Development Grant to develop the area around the Community Activity Center (CAC) into a community park.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

That Robert Comis as City Manager of the City of Sherrill, is hereby authorized and directed to file an application for funds from the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation in accordance with the provisions of Title 9 of the Environmental Protection Act of 1993, in an amount not to exceed $400,000, and upon approval of said request to enter into and execute a project agreement with the State for such financial assistance to this City for the development of the green space at the City’s Community Activity Center (CAC) into a community park and, if appropriate, a conservation easement/preservation covenant to the deed of the assisted property.

PARK DEVELOPMENT AND PLANNING GRANT APPLICATION – LEAD AGENCY


R. Comis reported that the city, in the process of filing for a grant to develop the green space adjacent to the C.A.C., will need to act as Lead Agency on the project.  Motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by M. Hennessy that the City of Sherrill would declare or act as Lead Agency on the 2012 -2013 Park Development and Planning Program application.

NEGATIVE DECLARATION – PARK DEVELOPMENT AND PLANNING GRANT APPLICATION


The City Commission, as lead agency, has determined that the conceptual development of the open space area at Sherrill’s Community Activity Center and the submittal to the State for funding will not have a significant impact in accordance to SEQR guidelines.  Therefore the commission has determined as, Lead Agency, that the proposed action WILL NOT result in any significant adverse environmental impacts.  Motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by M. Hennessy to file a “Neg. Dec.” on project.

BID RESULTS – BETSINGER ROAD PROJECT


R. Comis reported that the bid results received at the last meeting for the Betsinger Road project were significantly higher than budgeted. It was determined that there were none without compromising the intended results of the project.  There was additional commission discussion.  It was determined that the project would be delayed a year and it was hoped that the impact of oil prices would be lessened on the project and that the city’s crews would undertake some of the project work itself in 2012 and the project would be rebid in 2013. UNSAFE BUILDING – 504 E. CAMPBELL AVE.

There was discussion that the property is in a tremendously better state now than 6 weeks ago and since the Certificate of Occupancy (C of O) has been pulled and couldn’t be reissued until the home inspection items were rectified it was determined that the commission had no further action it had to take and through the City Codes department the home repairs would be monitored.  Once complete the normal course of action would allow for the (C of O) to be reissued and the case closed out.  Motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by M. Hennessy that the commission needed to take no further action on its part and that the city codes department would complete the process through normal regulations.
