NEW YORK STATE DEC CONSENT ORDER

R. Comis reported that the city has been in negotiation with New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) in regards to an amendment to the consent order for the City of Sherrill with the DEC.  The consent order is relevant to the waste water treatment plant and transmission system executed in 2010.  Comis reported that the DEC will suspend the requirement to begin engineering, planning, design and construction of the required final phase portion of improvements to the plant.  The City is required to study and report the impact of the interim improves that have been constructed to date to determine if they will result in the wastewater system including the treatment facility operating within regulations.  If after this review period it is proven that the interim improvements over a testing period have resulted in compliance the City has indicated to the State that it intends to cancel the final phase.  If the final phase is canceled the result would be that the City would not have to fund improvements that are estimated to exceed $1,500,000.  The final improvements would involve the construction of a clarifier and supporting equipment.  The study is expected to last through 2014.  Comis said this was very positive news.  Motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by J. Gilbert to authorize the City Manager to execute the consent order and any necessary paperwork dealing with the DEC on this issue.

UNSAFE BUILDING – 216 PARK STREET


The single family home at 216 Park Street has been a constant nuisance since the owners of record abandoned the property approximately 4 years ago.  The City has over the past few years been in contact with the owners of record as well as the Bank (mortgagee) that has kept the taxes current, but has not properly secured the property of all the potential hazards.  Photographs were taken of the exterior of the house and the backyard pool and the City Codes Officer, Dennis Watts has issued a report in accordance with Local Ordinance No. 28.  It is his recommendation after reviews of the photos and statements taken the property’s condition, that in accordance to Sherrill Ordinance #28 Section 3(s) that the building is deemed unfit for the purposes for which it may lawfully be used for.

The notice (a copy of which is attached to these minutes) orders that work commence within 30 days and is completed within 60 days after service and further sets a hearing to be held by the City Commission on September 24, 2012 at 7:15pm at which time the owner (and all interested parties, if any) shall have the right to appear and be heard on the matter.
