APPROVAL OF SNOW & ICE REMOVAL CONTRACT WITH ONEIDA COUNTY

Hamilton Ave. to New York State Route 5. The city has been doing so already for as long as anyone can remember.  This contract formalizes the current agreement and provides for reimbursement to the city for this service.  The contract provides for $5,500 per mile or in Sherrill’s case .13 miles or $715 annually.  Motion was made by M. Hennessy and seconded by J. Merrill to accept the Oneida County Snow & Ice Removal contract for 2012-13 and 2013-14 and authorize the appropriate city signatures to execute the contract.
