UNSAFE BUILDING-UPDATE
216 PARK STREET


R. Comis reported that the city held a hearing on the unsafe building issue for 216 Park Street at the last meeting.  The commission took no formal action at that meeting in anticipation of the situation being rectified, based on conversations that B. Comis had with Bank of America. Comis reported that Bank of America has authorized some work on the property but that the property, particularly the pool is still not in compliance with city and or New York State safety codes.  Comis also reported that his latest conversation with Bank of America indicated that they were in the process of getting additional bids to ultimately bring the pool into compliance and they would be received by the end of this week.  After some discussion, the commission felt that they could wait until the end of the month for Bank of America but if not completed the city feels it has an obligation and right (based on local ordinance No. 28) to go in and rectify the situation.


The following resolution was offered by Commissioner Merrill and seconded by Commissioner Hennessy that:


WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill has acted in accordance to Local Ordinance No. 28  and made an investigation and issued a report on an unsafe building located at 216 Park Street and,

WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill commission, in accordance to Local Ordinance No. 28 ordered that a notice of violation be served upon interested parties of the property located of 216 Park Street and, 


WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill commission, in accordance to Local Ordinance No. 28 has held a hearing on September 24, 2012 at 7:15pm regarding the unsafe building located at 216 Park Street and, 


WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill commission, took no formal action at said hearing due to information provided by Bank of America that the situation would be rectified within two weeks and,

WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill made another inspection and determined that the pool repairs made to date still did not bring the property into compliance and, 


WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill commission considered information from the city manager regarding another pending attempt to Bank of America to bring the property into compliance in the near future.


NOW THEREFORE IT BE, resolved that the City of Sherrill commission directs the city manager to contact Bank of America and alert them that the property must be returned to a state that it is no longer an unsafe building as defined under Local Ordinance No. 28 by October 31, 2012 and, 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that if the building (property) is not returned to such state by October 31, 2012, then the city will bring the property into such state of compliance and, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that if the City of Sherrill has to bring the property into compliance as defined under local Ordinance No. 28, then any and all cost associated with that task shall be relieved on the property.
