SHERRILL YOUTH CENTER

There were thirty plus members of the public (residents of Sherrill and Kenwood) present to address the commission with concerns about the new Youth Center admittance policy.  For the past couple of years, residents of Verona had asked to be allowed to attend the Sherrill Youth Center, as VVS students.  This year, the city changed its policy to allow VVS students to attend Youth Center, however there was an admission cost passed along to non-Sherrill and non-town of Vernon children, because the Sherrill City taxpayers fund the budget including Youth Center costs and the Town of Vernon contributes $22,500 each year to help support the CAC facility in general, realizing it is a valuable asset to have in the community.  A few emails and letters and a petition was submitted to the commission asking that they re-consider their stance to have Kenwood children pay for youth center.  They pointed out that they feel more tied to Sherrill than the City of Oneida and specifically, they pay VVS school taxes, Sherrill utilities, contribute in money and time to the Sherrill-Kenwood park festival and Sherrill-Kenwood Free Library.  There were a few resident that spoke, Kipp Hicks, 101 Skinner Road, Kelly Rose, 198 Skinner Road, Pat Costello, 134 Cherry Lane and Tim Killian, the Vineyard spoke and reiterated similar issues and thoughts and added that they would like to have further discussions.  R. Comis said that the city would welcome more discussion on the issue and asked that a few “point” people from Kenwood get a hold of him (and the city) to set up a meeting for further discussions.  The members of the public seemed to agree that was a logical approach.

PARK BENCH DEDICATION

R. Comis reported that commissioner Hennessy wishes to donate a park bench in honor of Robert “Bob” Graham, long time Sherrill resident, VVS High School Athletic Director and baseball coach.  Bob and his wife, Terri are moving from the city to be closer to family members. Bill Burns, 333 Robertson Road, Jim Tiffin, 15 Ackerman Ave., Tom Dixon, 505 Ransom Ave. and Preston Denby, Oneida spoke on behalf of Bob and thanked him for his dedication to the community and children of the community.  The commission also presented him with a Certificate of Appreciation.  A motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by P. Hubbard to accept the park bench donation and stated that it would be placed in Noyes Park.
