CAC YOUTH CENTER ADMISSION POLICY


There were approximately 14 people were present to discuss the new admission policy the city has for non-Sherrill and Town of Vernon children who attend youth center.  The commission explained that policy was developed to try to accommodate a request by other VVS students who lived outside of Sherrill (and the Town of Vernon).  The city established a price per night fee which it passed along to all “outside participants”.  Kenwood residents were upset because they have never paid before but the commission explained that they do not pay City of Sherrill property taxes which financially supports the operations of the CAC and Youth Center.  There was much discussion on the request to waive the fee for Kenwood or at least waive it while a solution could be established.  The commission said it wouldn’t be fair to waive it for Kenwood participants only but committed that they would take another look at the current fee structure.  The commission would be considering it over the next few weeks.
