RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY COMPTROLLER

TO EXPEND FUNDS FROM THE CITY’S EQUIPMENT

RESERVE FUND, SUBJECT TO A PERMISSIVE REFERENDUM


The City Commission of the City of Sherrill, duly convened in regular session, does herby resolve, pursuant to the provisions of Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law that the City Comptroller of said city be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to transfer and expend from the Equipment Reserve Fund of said city, duly established on March 23, 1981, (a) a sum not to exceed $200,000 of the principal and accumulated interest in said fund for the purchase of a Garbage Truck, on specifications prepared therefore by the City Manager.  The “sum not to exceed” shall be reduced by a trade-in or sale of a current garbage truck being replaced.


This resolution shall be subject to a permissive referendum, as permitted by law.

The City Commission of the City of Sherrill, duly convened in regular session, does hereby resolve, pursuant to the provisions of Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law that the City Comptroller of said city be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to transfer and expend from the Public Infrastructure Improvement Fund of said city, duly establish on December 11, 2006, (a) a sum not to exceed $26,000 of the principal and accumulated interest in said fund for the improvement of Betsinger Road on specifications prepared therefore by the City Manager.


This resolution shall by subject to a permissive referendum, as permitted by law.
