LAUREN SYLVIA’S LAW


Jason Merrill, reported that Senator Griffo and Assembly Bill Magee have co-sponsored a bill in the New York legislature named after Lauren Sylvia Belius, the 6 year old that was murdered in Sherrill in 2011.  The proposed law would provide for the court system to establish a period of commitment for persons found not responsible by reason and mental disease or defect.  Lauren’s killer was found not guilty by mental disease and even though committed, remains able to be re evaluated and potentially released every two years.
