PUBLIC COMMENT

Randy Thomas VVS Senior Class Advisor Senior Class officer Maggie Curtis and Senior Nick Stoltz presented the City a check in the amount of $250 to be used towards the cost of the replacement of the Sherrill High School bench damaged by vandals at Robertson Park. R. Comis thanked the Senior Class and all those that have donated to this cause. R. Comis also informed the Commission and public that funds received for the replacement bench have exceeded the City’s cost.  He has recommended to the Commission that remaining funds be set aside to be used for the repair or replacement of other donated benches that might be damaged by vandals.

Tim Beal presented his Eagle Scout community project to erect a soccer kick board in Robertson Park.  The project is expected to be completed this summer. Sherrill Power and Light crews will place surplus utility poles.

Jamie Foster was present again to thank the City for responding favorably to his building request.  He stated his intention to apply to the ZBA for permission to erect a second accessory building prior to removal of the existing accessory structure.  He questioned the Kinsley Street property which R. Comis again stated that was interpreted to be a proper use and a building permit was issued.  He questioned D. Watts availability once per week.  R. Comis stated that Mr. Watts while at City Hall once a week has been and will continue to accommodate all interested parties to meet their needs from the Codes Office.

AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO FILE A CERTIFICATE

DESIGNATING THE SECRETARY OF STATE AS THE AGENT

FOR SERVICE OF NOTICES OF CLAIM PURSUANT

TO SECTION 53 OF THE GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW

The following resolutions was offered by Commissioner Merrill and seconded by Commissioner Hennessy that the following to wit;
WHEREAS, on December 17, 2012, Governor Cuomo signed the Uniform Notice of Claim Act into law and;

WHEREAS, the Uniform Notice of Claim Act became effective June 15, 2013 and amended New York State General Municipal Law to allow notices of claim against cities and villages to be severed on the New York Secretary of State as agent for New York’s public corporations and;

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, the New York Department of State will forward any notice of claim served on it to the individual the city or village designates to receive the notice of claim, and;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that in accordance to New York State General Municipal Law section 53 the City of Sherrill designates the New York Secretary of State as an agent for service of notice of claim and; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Sherrill names the City Clerk, Michael Holmes, 377 Sherrill Road, Sherrill, NY 13461 as the designee to which the Secretary of State will forward any notices of claim to and;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the applicable time limit for filing a notice of claim on the City of Sherrill shall be 90 days and;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairman of the City Clerk of the City of Sherrill be, and hereby is, authorized and directed to file not later than July 15, 2013, a certificate with the Secretary of State designating the Secretary of State as the city of Sherrill’s agent for service of notices of claim.
