APPOINT CITY JUDGE


R. Comis reported that clarification was finally received from the Fifth Judicial District Court System regarding the Sherrill City Judge appointment.  Previously there was not a clear indication on whether the appointment was for six years or for the remainder of the current (retiring) judge’s term which expired December 31, 2014.  Based on the knowledge gathered at the time, James Betro was appointed to fill the remainder of the term through December 31, 2014.  After the appointment was made on August 29, 2013, the court system determined  that the term should be for six years.  Based on this new knowledge, a motion was made by J. Gilbert and seconded by J. Merrill to rescind the appointing resolution of August 29, 2013 and to appoint James Betro to a six year term effective October 1, 2013 for the City of Sherrill.
