FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Lenny Carissimo (D’Arangelo & Co.) was in to present the 2013 Financial Statements to the City Commission.  Carissimo indicated that the city was in a favorable fiscal position with the only real need which was to continue addressing the Electric Department’s financial position.  Overall the city is in a favorable financial position.

CITY OF SHERRILL – ONEIDA COUNTY AGREEMENT


R. Comis reported that the final version if the proposed agreement with Oneida County has not changed since the commission received it a couple of weeks ago.  If the city adopted the agreement, that was proposed to help the impacted municipalities, by May 30th then it would share in the revenue retroactively to March 4, 2014 when the New York State Settlement Agreement with Oneida County, Madison County and the Oneida Indian Nation became effective.  Commissioner Hennessy raised a number of questions and comments.  After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Hennessy seconded by J. Merrill to hold off voting on the proposed city – county agreement at this time.

RESOLUTION SCHEDULING PUBLIC HEARING
ON PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF THE YEAR 2014


The following motion was moved by Commissioner Merrill and seconded by Commissioner Gilbert that:

WHEREAS, on review, revision of Local Law No.1 of 1994, as amended by Local Law No. 3 of the Year 1994, is necessary to update the provisions of the real property tax exemption for persons age 65 or older; and

WHEREAS, a local law, being proposed Local Law No. 1 of 2014, a copy of which is attached hereto, was introduced at this meeting by a member of the City Commission of the City of Sherrill, a copy of which has been placed on the table of the members; and 


WHEREAS, the Sherrill City Commission desires to hold a public hearing with respect to the adoption of said Local Law which would amend Local Law No. 1 of the Year 1994, as amended by Local Law No. 3 of the Year 1994, and would establish the annual income ranges that would qualify for partial exemptions from real estate taxes to be levied by the City of Sherrill, as provided for in New York Real Property Tax Law Section 476(b); 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that a public hearing by the Sherrill City Commission with respect to the adoption of the aforesaid Local Law at 7:15 pm on May 27, 2014 at the Municipal Office Building, Sherrill Road, Sherrill, New York; and it is further

RESOLVED, that the City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause public notice of said hearing to be given as provided by law.

RESOLUTION SCHEDULING PUBLIC HEARING

ON PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 2 OF THE YEAR 2014

The following motion was made by Commissioner J. Gilbert and seconded by Commissioner J. Merrill that:


WHEREAS, New York State Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a provides the opportunity to extend an alternative veterans’ exemption to certain qualifying residential real property and authorizes the City to adopt a local law to increase the maximum exemption by category to certain dollar amounts; and


WHEREAS, a local law entitled “A Local Law Electing to Establish the Alternative Maximum Veterans’ Exemptions as provided in New York Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a (2)(d)(ii)”, being proposed Local Law No. 2 of 2014, a copy of which is attached hereto, was introduced at this meeting by a member of the City Commission of the City of Sherrill, a copy of which has been placed on the table of the members; and


WHEREAS, the Sherrill City Commission desires to hold a public hearing with respect to the adoption of said Local Law which would increase the maximum veterans’ exemptions to $18,000 (base), $12,000 (combat), and $60,000 (disability), respectively as authorized by New York Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a(2)(d)(ii);


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that a public hearing be held by the Sherrill City Commission with respect to the adoption of the aforesaid Local Law at 7:15 pm on May 27, 2014 at the Municipal Office Building, Sherrill Road, Sherrill, New York; and it is further



RESOLVED, that the City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause public notice of said  hearing to be given as provided by law.

UNSAFE BUILDING – 3960 KENWOOD AVE.

The portion of the Farmer Knife Plant owned by Oneida Ltd has been vacant for approximately 10 years.  An inspection was done on the property by the City Manager, Codes Officer and independent structural engineer, Michael Sheridan.  Photographs were taken of the interior and exterior and the Code Officer, Dennis Watts has issued a report in accordance with Local Ordinance No. 28.  It is his recommendation after reviews of the photographs and statements on the property’s condition that in accordance to Sherrill Ordinance #28 Section 3(s) that the building is unfit for the purposes for which it may be lawfully used for.

The notice (a copy of which is attached to these minutes) orders that work commence within 30 days and is completed within 60 days after service and further sets a hearing to be held by the City Commission on June 9, 2014 at 7:15pm at which time the owner (and all interested parties, if any) shall have the right to appear and be heard on the matter.
