LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF 2014 “A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF THE YEAR 1994, AS AMENDED BY LOCAL LAW NO. 3 OF THE YEAR 1994 OF THE CITY OF SHERRILL AND ESTABLISHING THE ANNUAL INCOME RANGES THAT WILL QUALIFY FOR PARTIAL EXEMPTIONS FROM REAL ESTATE TAXES TO BE LEVIED BY THE CITY OF SHERRILL”

A public hearing was held on the proposed Local Law No. 1 of 2014 at the previous meeting, May 27, 2014.  The following motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by J. Gilbert that the following Local Law be considered:

WHEREAS, a local law, being proposed Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2014, was 

introduced on May 12, 2014, by a member of the City Commission of the City of Sherrill and a copy was placed on the table of the members; and


WHEREAS, a resolution was duly adopted by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill calling for a public hearing to be held by the said City Commission on May 12, 2014 at 7 pm at Sherrill City Hall, 377 Sherrill Road, to hear all interested parties on Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2014 entitled “A Local Law Amending Local Law No. 1 of the Year 1994, as Amended by Local Law No. 3 of the Year 1994 of the City of Sherrill and Establishing the Annual Income Ranges that will Qualify for Partial Exemptions from Real Estate Taxes to be levied by the City of Sherrill”; and

Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2014

A Local Law Amending Local Law No. 1 of the Year 1994, as Amended by Local Law No. 3 of the Year 1994 of the City of Sherrill and Establishing the Annual Income Ranges that will Qualify for Partial Exemptions from Real Estate Taxes to be levied by the City of Sherrill

Be it enacted by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill as follows:
Section 1.  Subdivision (a) of section 1 of City of Sherrill Local Law No. 1 of the Year 1994, as Amended by Local Law No. 3 of the Year 1994, is hereby amended to read and provide as follows:

(a) Real property situate within the bounds of the City of Sherrill, Oneida County, New York, owned by one or more persons, each of whom is 65 years of age or older, or real property owned by husband or wife or by siblings, one or whom is 65 years of age or older, shall be exempt from taxation for real estate taxes to be levied by the City of Sherrill for the year 2015 and thereafter by the percentage of exemption specified for the annual income ranges set forth below.  Such exemption shall be based upon the assessed valuation of the exempt real property and shall be computed after all other partial exemptions allowed by law have been subtracted from the total amount assessed.  The term “sibling” as used herein shall mean a brother or sister, whether related through whole blood, half blood or adoption.
Annual Income Ranges and Exemption Percentage

The annual income ranges for purposes of applying the exemption shall be as provided for in New York Real Property Tax Law Section 467(b) as may be amended from time to time.  The maximum income eligibility level for the base (50%) exemption shall be $10,499, which sum shall represent “M” in the schedule set forth in Section 467(b) for purposes of the sliding-scale income/exemption options provided for therein.  Such base income eligibility level (“M”) currently fixed hereby at $10,499 may be amended from time to time by resolution of the City of Sherrill Commission.
Section 2.  This local law shall take effect immediately upon its filing in the office of the Secretary of State.

Local Law No. 2 of the Year 2014

A Local Law Electing to Establish the Alternative Maximum Veterans’ Exemptions as provided in New York Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a (2)(d)(ii)

Be it enacted by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill as follows:

Section 1.  The City Commission hereby finds that New York State Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a provides the opportunity to extend an alternative veterans’ exemption to certain qualifying residential real property and authorizes the City to adopt a local law to increase the maximum exemption by category to certain dollar amounts; and further, the City Commission hereby finds that it is appropriate to increase the maximum exemptions to $18,000 (base), $12,000 (combat), and $60,000 (disability), respectively.

Section 2.  The alternative maximum veterans’ exemptions as authorized by New York Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a (2)(d)(ii) are hereby established as follows:

(a) Base, per New York Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a (2)(a): $18,000

(b) Combat, per New York Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a (2)(b): $12,000

(c) Disability, per New York Real Property Tax Law Section 458-a (2)(c): $60,000

Section 3.  This local law shall take effect immediately upon its filing in the office of the Secretary of State.
