SET PUBLIC HEARING – ELECTRIC RATES


M. Holmes reported that the final proposed rates have been developed in conjunction with the New York Power Authority (NYPA). The rates call for an increase for all service classes.  Holmes will be finalizing the rate summary sheet for the public to review should they want.  Holmes reported that a public hearing needs to be held for the proposed rates and the proposed rates needed to have various reviews and public postings as laid out in a schedule from NYPA along the way to the NYPA Board of Trustee’s approval in December.  Motion was made by J. Gilbert and seconded by P. Hubbard to set the public hearing for the proposed new electric rates for Monday, August 18 at 7:15pm.
