2013 UPDATE OF ONEIDA COUNTY HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN

M. Sayles reported that per federal standards and to be eligible for FEMA reimbursements after natural disasters, the County (Oneida) has to adopt and update its Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Likewise as part of Oneida County the city has to adopt Oneida County’s plan to also be eligible.   Thus a motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by M. Hennessy that the following:
WHEREAS the City of Sherrill recognizes the threat that natural hazards pose to people and property within the City of Sherrill; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill, with the assistance of the Oneida County Soil and Water Conservation District has gathered information and prepared the Oneida County Hazard Mitigation Plan Update; and

WHEREAS, the 2013 Update to the Oneida County Hazard Mitigation Plan  identifies mitigation goals and actions to reduce or eliminate long-term risk to people and property in the City of Sherrill from the impacts of future hazards and disasters; and 

WHEREAS adoption by the City of Sherrill demonstrates our commitment to the hazard mitigation and achieving the goals outlined in the 2013 Update to the Oneida County Hazard Mitigation Plan, and, 

WHEREAS, the 2013 Oneida County Hazard Mitigation Plan Update has been prepared in accordance with the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000; and

WHEREAS, the City of Sherrill is a local unit of government that has afforded the citizens an opportunity to comment and provide input in the Plan and the actions in the Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has reviewed the Plan and affirms that the Plan will be updated no less than every 5 years; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City of Sherrill Commission that the City of Sherrill adopts the Oneida County Hazard Mitigation Plan as this jurisdiction's Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan, and resolves to execute the actions in the Plan.

EQUIPMENT RESERVE FUND EXPENDITURES


M. Holmes reported that at budget time the city planned on purchasing new sidewalk snow removal equipment out of the City’s Equipment Reserve Fund.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY COMPTROLLER

TO EXPEND FUNDS FROM THE CITY’S EQUIPMENT RESERVE FUND, SUBJECT TO A PERMISSIVE REFERENDUM


The City Commission of the City of Sherrill, duly convened in regular session, does hereby resolve, pursuant to the provisions of Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law that the City Comptroller of said city be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to transfer and expend from the Public Infrastructure Improvement Fund of said city, duly establish on March 23, 1981, (a) a sum not to exceed $80,000 of the principal and accumulated interest in said fund for sidewalk snow removal equipment based on specifications prepared therefore by the City Manager.


This resolution shall by subject to a permissive referendum, as permitted by law.

Late payment fees 

If customer fails to pay any bill within 20 days from when the payment is due an interest charge of two percent of the amount unpaid shall be added thereto as liquidated damages, and thereafter, as further liquidated damages, an additional interest charge of one and one-half percent of the sum unpaid shall be added on the first day of each succeeding billing period until the amount due, including interest, is paid in full.

Inserted into Service Class 5 (section)

Character of Service:


Continuous, three phase alternating current, approximately 60 cycles, at a primary distribution voltage of 13,200 ADD or 2,400 volts depending needs and location of customer.
Special provisions

1. The customer shall make written application to the City for electrical service.


2.  The City shall not be required to provide facilities or to supply electrical service in excess of the amount of active demand set forth in the customer’s application for service.  The City may require the customer to limit his demand to the amount set forth in the customer’s application for service.


3.  When the customer’s requested service requires special equipment, including, but not limited to receiving transformers, transformer banks, primary control and protective equipment, current transformer enclosures, the customer shall furnish and pay the cost thereof, or shall reimburse the City for the cost thereof in a lump sum or through payment to the City of an increased demand charge on terms agreeable to the customer and the City.
