2014-2015 NYS COURT SECURITY CONTRACT

PUBLIC HEARING – LOCAL ORDINANCE #26-VEHICLE/TRAILER ORDINANCE

There were a couple members of the public that spoke, Jamie Foster, E. Hinds Ave. and Mark Kiser, E. Hinds Ave.  Foster questioned some of the terminology and definition of some of the verbage of the proposed ordinance.  He questioned why the city wouldn’t be more specific as some of the terminology and spell out actual dates instead of using words like “seasonal”. Also questioned was the acceptable distance for storage on the side yard for.  The commission answered some of the concerns and reasoned why the proposed ordinance was written as such.
