RESOLUTION TO OPT OUT OF TRAINING REQUIREMENTS FOR PLANNING AND ZBA BOARD MEMBERS

M. Sayles reported that the State of New York has implemented mandatory annual training for board members of Zoning and Planning boards unless the individual municipalities have opted out of the requirement.  The City feels that the training is an excellent idea but that its boards are comprised of long time members who have always researched their projects extensively.  That being said the city feels that training for new members is a good idea especially in the first two years. The following resolution was offered by J. Gilbert and seconded by M. Hennessy that:

RESOLUTION TO OPT OUT OF TRAINING REQUIREMENTS for PLANNING AND ZBA BOARD MEMBERS

WHEREAS, Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006 requires planning and zoning board of appeals members to complete four (4) hours of training annually unless the Sherrill City Commission opts out of the training requirement; and  

WHEREAS, the New York State Legislature, recognizing that the mandated training provided for in Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006 may not be appropriate for every municipality provided authority in the law for local governments to choose to opt out of the mandated training requirements established in Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006; and 

WHEREAS, Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006, provides that the Sherrill City Commission may, at any time, opt out of the provisions of Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006 by passage of a Resolution providing such; and

WHEREAS, the Sherrill City Commission has determined that, based on requiring new planning and zoning board members to undertake a minimum of 10 hours of documented training (whether it be on-line, classroom or through reading publications) in the first 2 years of membership, the current practice of utilizing professional or technical advisors as necessary, the internet training that is readily available and the diligent research the planning and zoning board of appeals members undertake in addressing specific issues presented to the respective boards, it is in the best interest of city of Sherrill to opt out of the training mandates of Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006 at this time; NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT

RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Sherrill, that until such time as this Sherrill City Commission determines that it is appropriate to implement these mandates in the City of Sherrill the training requirements of Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006 for city of Sherrill planning and zoning board of appeals members shall be waived and the City of Sherrill hereby opts out of the requirements of Chapter 662 of the Laws of 2006.
