BUSINESS INVESTMENT PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTION (485-b)

M. Sayles passed out a copy of the Business Investment property tax exemption that the city could consider implementing. This is the commission’s first look at the exemption. Sayles recommended that the commission read through it and discuss it at a future meeting. Sayles summarized it as an exemption that was for ten years and it is a reducing graduating scale for property improvements ranging from $10,000-$50,000.

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF 2015

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE 

OF THE CITY OF SHERRILL, ONEIDA COUNTY, NEW YORK

The following motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by P. Hubbard that:

WHEREAS the City Commission of the City of Sherrill has entered into a project to update the Zoning Regulations of the City of Sherrill and has drafted amendments and modifications to the City’s Zoning Regulations, a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein; and

 
WHEREAS the City Commission is of the opinion that such amendments to the Zoning Regulations would be in the best interest of the City and would further strengthen the provisions of its Zoning Regulations; and 


WHEREAS pursuant to Sherrill City Zoning Regulations s45, all proposed amendments to the City’s Zoning Regulations are required to be referred to the City’s Planning Board for a report and recommendation and whereas the Planning Commission has twenty-one (21) days after receiving the Amendment to respond; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to General Municipal Law s239-l and s239-m said amendments must be referred to the County planning agency for approval, and the planning agency must have thirty (30) days from the date of receipt to make a determination; and 


WHEREAS the amendments to the Zoning Regulations are being made in accordance with a comprehensive plan, and any comprehensive plan considered by a City must be reviewed as a Type 1 action under SEQRA.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Commission recommends passage of the City Zoning Regulation as written in the form attached hereto; and it is further


RESOLVED that the written recommendation of the City Commission is hereby referred to the City’s Planning Board for a report and recommendation; and it is further 


RESOLVED that the said amendments shall be referred to the County Planning agency for approval, and it is further  


RESOLVED that the Environmental Assessment Form shall be prepared and that the City Commission elects Michael Sayles to act as sponsor, complete Part 1 and submit same to City Commission for review at the next scheduled meeting.  The City Commission shall act as the involved agency.
