INTERNATIONAL WIRE GROUP DONATION

LOCAL LAW #1 OF 2015 

ZONING REGULATIONS – PUBLIC HEARING


Mayor Vineall opened the public hearing on the proposed Local Law No. 1 of 2015-Zoning Regulations.  There was approximately 35 members of the public present.  M. Sayles gave an overview of the changes to the zoning regulations. The vast majority were editing, updating and “house keeping” type changes and the two significant changes were to the accessory buildings (the addition of allowing a seconded accessory building) and the placement of sexually orientated business (SOB’s) to a zoning district.  The SOB’s were defined in the regulations and placed for their allowance in the M-1 district.  Three members of the public spoke or asked questions.  Jamie Foster, 130 E. Hinds Ave., asked the commission to reconsider the building size in Section 6 (8) increasing the size from 500 sq. ft. to 576 sq. ft. as the determine size for 5 feet to 10 feet set backs. Ben Heintz, 318 Sherrill Road, inquired to the assessory building section and whether he could add an assessory building to his property under the new regulations.  Heintz also had a couple questions that was really not part of the zoning regulations but more so the local ordinance. Renee Stawarski, 114 Marshall Place, asking a general question about fences and their height restrictions.  There were no other public questions.  M. Holmes reviewed the process going forward. He reported that the proposed regulations were referred to the Sherrill Planning Board and the Oneida County Planning Department.  The Sherrill Planning board had no recommended changes and recommended their approval.  The County Planning Department also reviewed and made three recommended modification suggestions. M. Holmes reported that their city could adopt their suggested change or override them with a 4 out of 5 affirmative vote when adopting. The Mayor closed the public hearing at approximately 7:35pm.  The City Commission decided to take the next two weeks to consider the public input as well as the County’s suggestions.  It is anticipated that they will act upon the document in two weeks at their next meeting on April 27, 2015.

Motion was made by M. Hennessy seconded by P. Hubbard to adjourn.
