PUBLIC HEARING – 2016 CITY BUDGET


At 7:15 pm Mayor Vineall opened the public hearing on the proposed 2016 City Budget. The proposed budget calls for a tax rate of $7.13/1,000 assessed valve.  This represents a .7% tax decrease. There was discussion on lowering rate more as well as discussion on keeping the rate as proposed. There were 9-10 members of the public present.  Three members spoke.  Steve Drake, 120 Cherry Lane, spoke in support of lowering the tax rate even more.  Keith Zupan, 122 Leonard Street, spoke in support the commission and their conservative approach of doing one time bigger items in the budget and maintaining the tax rate.  Jon Musgrove, 338 Sherrill Road, also echoed those same sentiments.  After the discussion a motion was made by J. Merrill and seconded by P. Hubbard that the proposed 2016 City Budget be adopted as presented with the $7.13 tax rate.
