CEREMONIAL MEETING


That concluded the regular meeting. The commissioner then went into a ceremonial meeting which included opening remarks by the City Manager and then Mayor Vineall delivered a proclamation as follows:

City of Sherrill

Proclamation

COMMEMORATING The 100th Anniversary of the granting of

a City Charter for Sherrill, New York, April 7, 2016


WHEREAS, It is the sense of this assembled City Commission that those who give positive definition to the profile and disposition of the communities of the state of New York, do so profoundly strengthen our shared commitment to the exercise of freedom; and


WHEREAS, fully in accord with its long-standing traditions, it is the intent of this City Commission to commemorate the 100th Anniversary of the granting of a City Charter for Sherrill, New York, April 7, 2016; and 


WHEREAS, The region known as Sherrill; the first settlers came about 1816 and lived in the northern area which was then known as Turkey Street; they engaged in various manufacturing projects through the succeeding years; and


WHEREAS, in 1848, about 200 members of a society known as the Oneida Community, headed by John Humphrey Noyes, settled at Kenwood, south of the hamlet; the community grew until 1880 when this experiment in communal living was ended and a joint stock company was founded, taking over all assets of the community; and


WHEREAS, The population increased gradually and was greatly expanded by the purchase by Oneida Community of a silverware manufacturing company brought here from Niagara Falls in 1912; farm lands were broken into building lots and the present city began to take form;


WHEREAS, The name Sherrill had been chosen earlier for the first Post Office by James Sherman, representative of the 33rd Congressional District; he chose the name, Sherrill, after his son Sherrill Sherman; and


WHEREAS, Local citizens were interested in having a city charter as they believed city government would be more beneficial and effective than a village or town government; on April 7, 1916, Sherrill was granted a city charter by a special act of the state legislature; the city includes what formerly was the hamlet of Sherrill and that part of Kenwood which lay in Oneida County; the charter established a City Manager form of government which provides for the election of a Commission; the Commissioners then appoint a Commissioner to be Mayor, and the Commissioners appoint the City Manager as the Chief Executive of the City; now, therefore, be it;

PROCLAIMED, That this City Commission commemorates the 100th Anniversary of the granting of a City Charter for Sherrill, New York, April 7, 2016.

ADOPTED ON APRIL 7, 2016 BY ORDER OF THE SHERRILL CITY COMMISSION, 

Following the proclamation Senator Griffo and County Executive spoke to the public and presented the city with a proclamations passed by the New York State legislature and Oneida County respectively.

CENTENNIAL PARADE GRAND MARSHAL 


Mayor Vineall then named the Grand Marshal for the centennial parade in the following speech:

Later this summer on July 29-30 the City of Sherrill will be bustling with many 100th Anniversary celebration events, including a huge parade on Saturday, July 30.

It is with great pleasure and without hesitation that the City of Sherrill publicly names the 2016 Centennial Parade Grand Marshal.

The logical honoree has been a Sherrill resident and public figure for the majority of his adult life.  That honor will go to Gordon J. Silsby, better known around the city as Gordie.

Gordie was born and raised in Carbondale, Pennsylvania. He and his wife, Beverly, moved to Sherrill in 1953.  Gordie and Bev’s daughter, Deb Silsby Woodward was born later that year.

Shortly after moving to Sherrill, Gordie became employed by Oneida Limited, as the majority of residents were in those days.  After working at Oneida Limited, Gordie took a job with the Sherrill Post Office in 1960 and remained there until his retirement in 1989.

Giving back to the city that welcomed him, Gordie, coached Little League, Sherrill Pop Warner Football, served as Past Commander of the Sherrill American Legion, Past President of the Oneida Lions Club, served on the Sherrill City Commission (16 years), including several terms as Mayor (10 years) and City Manager (4 years).  He has served or is serving as Chairperson of the Sherrill Electric Board (34 years), Sherrill-Kenwood Water Board, and Valley View Cemetery.  He is a founding member of the Noyes Manor Board of Directors and is Director Emeritus of Noyes Manor.

Gordie unfortunately could not be here tonight and is visiting some family members on a previously planned trip.  Gordie was present at the last City Commission meeting and is aware of being named as Grand Marshal and was very much honored to accept this position and looks forward to the parade in July.

CENTENNIAL UPDATE


Sara Getman addressed the public and updated the audience on the planning and events for the centennial celebration later this summer and throughout the year.

M. Sayles then made some closing remarks.
