CITY HALL ANSWERING SERVICE

The city will have to pay in excess of the $1,320 that it paid to Reliable annually due to the states financial disclosure laws.  Reliable has been providing the service free of charge in 2016 while the city arranged with the “second” lowest bidder to start up the service.
