DRAINAGE ISSUE

Art Pierce, 140 Noto Drive, was present to ask the City to consider a future permitting process for clearing a parcel of land or some major landscaping work around well established neighbors.  Mr. Peirce said his neighbor above him on Betsinger Rd. cleared out the land behind him and it caused the washing down of dirt and silt onto Art’s land.  Over the past week or so the city has experienced inches of rain compounding the problem.  Mr. Pierce claims upwards of $10-$13,000 damage.  He is currently hoping to work it out with is neighbor. His request to the city was for the city to consider implementing a permit process to make sure future residents follow proper procedures and precautious when undertaking such a take.  Sayles told Mr. Pierce that the city is already looking into such application.  Mr. Pierce was appreciative.
ADDITIONAL MONEY RESOLUTION

(P & L Garage – Permissive Referendum)


M. Holmes explained that at budget time the city was considering the utilization of bond proceeds in conjunction with reserve fund balance for the project. Subsequently to the project and after the original adoption.  The project bid came in at $394,000 and the commission is looking to borrow an additional $100,000 above the original $300,000. The following motion was made by T. Dixon and seconded by P. Hubbard that:

ADDITIONAL MONEY BOND RESOLUTION

(P&L Garage – Permissive Referendum)

BOND RESOLUTION DATED AUGUST 22, 2016.   
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF AN ADDITIONAL $100,000 BONDS OF THE CITY OF SHERRILL, ONEIDA COUNTY, NEW YORK, TO PAY PART OF THE COST OF THE construction of a garage for the power and light board, IN AND FOR SAID CITY.

WHEREAS, the capital project hereinafter described has been determined to be an Unlisted Action pursuant to the regulations of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation promulgated pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act, the implementation of which as proposed, such regulations provide, will not result in any significant adverse environmental impact; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to authorize additional bonds for the financing thereof, 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of the total voting strength of the City Commission of the City of Sherrill, Oneida County, New York, as follows:

Section 1.
For the specific object or purpose of paying part of the cost of the construction of a new garage for the Power and Light Board at 161 Elmwood Place, a City-owned parcel of land formerly constituting a Department of Public Work garage site, including original equipment, machinery, apparatus, appurtenances, and incidental improvements and expenses in connection therewith, in and for the City of Sherrill, Oneida County, New York, there are hereby authorized to be issued an additional $100,000 bonds pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law.  Said specific object or purpose is hereby authorized at the new maximum estimated cost of $400,000.

Section 2.
The plan for the financing of such $400,000 maximum estimated cost is as follows:

a)
By the issuance of the $300,000 bonds of said City heretofore authorized to be issued therefor pursuant to a bond resolution dated and duly adopted January 25, 2016; and

b)
By the issuance of the additional $100,000 bonds of said City herein authorized.

Section 3.
It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is fifteen years, pursuant to subdivision 11(c) of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, calculated from the date of issuance of the first obligations issued therefore.
Section 4.
The faith and credit of said City of Sherrill, Oneida County, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year.  There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of said City, a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and payable.

Section 5.
Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the City Comptroller, the chief fiscal officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said City Comptroller, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 6.
Such bonds shall be in fully registered form and shall be signed in the name of the City of Sherrill, Oneida County, New York, by the manual or facsimile signature of the City Comptroller and a facsimile of its corporate seal shall be imprinted or impressed thereon and may be attested by the manual or facsimile signature of the City Clerk.

Section 7.
The powers and duties of advertising such bonds for sale, conducting the sale and awarding the bonds, are hereby delegated to the City Comptroller, who shall advertise such bonds for sale, conduct the sale, and award the bonds in such manner as he shall deem best for the interests of said City; provided, however, that in the exercise of these delegated powers, he shall comply fully with the provisions of the Local Finance Law and any order or rule of the State Comptroller applicable to the sale of municipal bonds.  The receipt of the City Comptroller shall be a full acquittance to the purchaser of such bonds, who shall not be obliged to see to the application of the purchase money.

Section 8.
All other matters, except as provided herein relating to such bonds herein authorized including date, denominations, maturities, interest payment dates, and whether said bonds shall be repaid in accordance with a schedule providing for substantially level or declining annual debt service, within the limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same and also including the consolidation with other issues, shall be determined by the City Comptroller, the chief fiscal officer of such City.  Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals in addition to those required by section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the City Comptroller shall determine consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.
Section 9.
The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested only if:

1)
Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said City is not authorized to expend money, or

2)
The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this Resolution are not substantially complied with,

and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

3)
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section 10.
This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.  Other than as specified in this Resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long‑term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein.

Section 11.
Upon this resolution taking effect, the same shall be published in summary form in the Oneida Daily Dispatch, which is hereby designated as the official newspaper of said City for such purpose, together with a notice of the City Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Section 12.
THIS RESOLUTION IS ADOPTED SUBJECT TO PERMISSIVE REFERENDUM in accordance with Local Law No. 2 for the year 1959 as amended by Local Law No. 2 for the year 1969.  Within three days hereof, the City Clerk is hereby directed to have published in the Oneida Daily Dispatch, the official newspaper of the City, and posted on the official signboard a notice setting forth the date of adoption and a summary or abstract hereof.
