CAC BOWLING RATES


M. Holmes reported to the commission that he and the City Manager and CAC staff have been looking at the bowling and shoe rental rates at the CAC compared to other area bowling alleys.  The city commission had asked that the rates be looked at and possibly consider resident vs. non-resident rates.


It was the recommendation of Holmes and Sayles to not implement a resident vs. non-resident rate but that the overall rates could be increased and haven’t been done so in a few years.  Holmes and Sayles recommended that the open bowling rate be increased from $2.75 to $3.25 per game and shoe rental be increased from $.75 to $1.00.  League and party fees would remain the same for the 2016-17 Season since it has already started but would see a corresponding increase next year.  The commission concurred with the recommendations.
