TOBACCO POLICY AMENDMENT

B. Lovett reported that the city adopted a tobacco use policy in 1991. He presented amendments for the commission to consider.  Motion was made by J. Gilbert and seconded by J. Merrill to adopt the amended policy as presented.
Tobacco-Free Workplace

There will be no use of any form of tobacco in City vehicles, buildings or facilities at any time.  This includes but is not limited to cigarettes, cigars, e-cigarettes “vapor” and/or smokeless tobacco “chew”.

Designated smoking areas for tobacco and/or e-cigarettes “vapor” will be located at least 20 feet from the main entrance or choose a different location for smoking. All materials used for smoking in this area, including cigarette butts and matches, will be extinguished and disposed of in appropriate manner. Supervisors will ensure periodic cleanup of the designated smoking area. If the designated smoking area is not properly maintained (for example, if cigarette butts are found on the ground), these areas will be eliminated. 
Supervisors will discuss the issue of taking breaks with their staff, both smokers and non-smokers. Together they will develop effective solutions that do not interfere with the productivity of the staff. Additional breaks for smoking will not be allowed.
