Police Department Reminders
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*Residents are reminded that overnight parking on city streets is not permitted until May 1.

*Anyone using studded tires should have them removed from their vehicles prior to May 1.

*Parents- If your children skateboard or rollerblade, please make sure they keep ramps/jumps off city streets.  This interferes with traffic and could cause an accident.  We do not want to see your child get injured by a passing vehicle.  Also- 

children under the age of 14 are required to wear a helmet when riding a bike or rollerblading.  It’s the law and you, the parent, are responsible for your child’s safety.

*Any bicycle not registered with the Police Department can be registered by stopping at the Police Department.  There is no fee for this service and the information filed is essential in reporting or identifying found, stolen or recovered bikes.

*All New York registered vehicles are required to have two license plates securely attached.  The plates cannot be covered with any type of material, including transparent plate covers.

*With warmer weather approaching motorists are reminded to be aware of increased pedestrian traffic and to be on the lookout for pedestrians, bicycles, skateboarders and roller bladers.

*Pedestrians are encouraged to use sidewalks where available.  

*Please remember to pick up after your dogs.

*Please remember to lock your vehicles at all times in your driveways, on city streets, and in parking lots.

*Residents going on vacation or leaving for any extended period are encouraged to check in with the Police Department for a home security check in your absence.

Sherrill History

From Craig Crowell, City Historian

 

In the January 2010 newsletter I mentioned that a former area resident, Carl Sofranko, was compiling a history of baseball in Sherrill.  He recently “completed” an extensive booklet called “A Diamond Community” on the subject. I say “completed” because this will be a never ending project of his.

His father, Mike Sofranko, to whom the work is dedicated, was a member of the Oneida Silversmiths team of Central New York baseball fame back in the 1930’s and 40’s.  A copy of the 150+ page document is at City Hall and can be viewed there.  I have also made a copy of the work which can be taken out for a day or two at home to read in its entirety.  Persons wishing to borrow the book should call City Hall and arrange to see if it is available at that time. It is a valuable work of dedication by Carl.   

In the papers of late are articles relative to Carnegie Medals for Heroism awards being made. It brings to mind the act of two Sherrill youths back in 1957 which led to the Carnegie Hero Medal being awarded to them. Don Seamon and Billy Griffith pulled Bruce Davis from the turbulent waters of Sconondoa Creek below the dam on Elmwood Place.  Through the efforts of the Rotary club of Sherrill, Carnegie Medals were secured for Seamon and Griffith.  

Ironically, only a few years hence from that incident, Davis himself saved a young child from the same spot.  He was not eligible for a Carnegie Medal as he had pre-enlisted in the armed forces but his actions were cited on his service record.

Seamon still lives in the area. Griffith was killed in an automobile accident a few years after receiving the medal.

Continual thanks to those bringing in articles for inclusion in the Sherrill archives. Sometimes it is only a single article and sometimes it is a boxful.

Trap Display at the CAC
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The Oneida Community Mansion House and the City of Sherrill are presenting a new educational display about animal traps and their importance to local history.

The display tells the story of Sherrill trap-making beginning with the Oneida Community (1848-1880), a famous experiment in utopian living.  In 1881, the Oneida Community became the Oneida Community, Ltd., a business which greatly expanded the trap industry.  The metal traps of Oneida, brands called Newhouse and Victor, were famous around the globe.  By the early 1900s, two-thirds of the world's traps were made in Sherrill.  

Profits from traps allowed the Oneida Community, Ltd. (later called Oneida Ltd.) to shift their production to quality silverware and to establish a center for employee benefits in the CAC.  Although traps were discontinued in 1925, they financed the growth of Sherrill and its factory complex.  The display will be ready for public viewing at the CAC starting April 5. Fire Department News
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House Numbers
Please make sure house numbers are placed properly so they can be seen by first responders.  Residents in rural areas of Sherrill need to pay special attention to this due to limited street lighting.  Numbers on mailboxes may also be covered in snow at this time of year.  Numbers easily seen will ensure a quicker response time.
Smoke and CO Detectors
Spring has sprung here in CNY and it’s time to change the batteries in our smoke and CO detectors.  Changing the batteries now will give you peace of mind and is the first critical step towards lives being saved in case of an actual fire emergency.  

CO detectors are now a law in NYS.  Carbon monoxide gas is a dangerous odorless, colorless gas that takes many lives.  A simple CO detector could eliminate this threat from becoming a deadly situation.  The Sherrill-Kenwood Fire Department gets many CO detector alarm calls throughout the year.  Luckily, many prove to be minor in nature.  All new homes should have CO detectors and any older homes with gas service or attached garages should have them installed.  These detectors are relatively inexpensive and are easy to install.
