Historical Happenings
From Craig Crowell, City Historian

-In the 96 year history of the City of Sherrill there have been 82 residents who have served as commissioners, 21 as city manager, 24 as mayor and seven as city clerk. William (Bill) Ross served the longest as mayor for 11 years, Dave Barker as city manager for 11 years and the present city clerk Mike Holmes for 21 years and counting.  Five residents served as a commissioner, mayor and manager, Chester Brown who was the first mayor and manager, Lewis Morrison, Vernon Allen, George Ormsby and Gordon Silsby.  Morrison also served as city clerk.
-Presently in the archives we have 160 binders of information primarily sorted by dates with nearly 40,000 entries in 550 categories. In addition there are 14 binders of specific items or events, 6 boxes of miscellaneous items and four large flat boxes with full newspaper sheets of specific events.

-In 1917 it was believed that Sherrill was the only city in the world without a railroad station.  Efforts to establish one apparently failed.
-During the 1927 Christmas season, 25,000 pieces of mail went through the Sherrill Post Office.  Investigation could not find out how many went through this past year.

-A few years ago a survey was conducted to determine the reason for the names of the streets in Sherrill. Recently while doing some legal work, City Manager Bob Comis came up with the name of Wilson St. which there was no record of in any of the Sherrill archives.  Further investigation learned that early on, before the turn of the century, Elmwood Pl. was named Wilson St. probably because there was a Wilson foundry at the creek on Elmwood Pl.

-A program to macadamize the streets in Sherrill began in 1938.
-In the 1950’s Orville Comfort had a bakery and “supermarket” on the corner of Sherrill Rd. and E. Hinds Ave. in the building which now contains a beauty shop and dry cleaners.  An ad listed several items that were 39 cents, including a dozen chocolate chip cookies, a dozen assorted cupcakes, a pound of ground beef, a 10” pizza with sauce and cheese, 2 lbs. of pork liver, a pound of margarine and two pounds of lard.  Also a pair of ladies nylon stockings for 39 cents with a $10 purchase.
