Fire Department News and Reminders

-We recently changed our clocks for daylight savings time.  Did you remember to change the batteries in your smoke and carbon monoxide alarms?  And do you have a hard wired smoke alarm system?  If so, check to see if it has a battery backup and consider changing those batteries as well.

-To speed our response when you need us, make sure you have house numbers that are easily visible from the street.  Numbers should be three to five inches high and a contrasting color from the rest of the exterior.

-It is almost chiminea and outdoor fireplace time.  Please keep in mind that New York State fire code states the fire “shall not be conducted within 25 feet of a structure or combustible material” and that the fire “shall be constantly attended until the fire is out”.  Please do not have your chiminea or fire pit on your deck or porch.

From NYS OFPC Home Safety Checklist

-Is your barbeque grill at least three feet from the house, shrubs and other things that will burn when cooking?  Never use a grill on a wooden deck or porch or indoors.

-Do you have a fire extinguisher within easy access to your cooking area and do you know how to use it?

-Do you always keep things that can burn, such as dish towels, paper, plastic, etc. at least three feet from your range top?

Compost
There is compost at the end of Fairway Lane that residents can take to use.  At times there may be woodchips as well.

Historical Happenings From Craig Crowell, Historian

Looking back to the early 1940s, there are several items relative to the Sherrill-Kenwood Volunteer Fire Department:

-In 1940:  The city hosted the Oneida County Firemen’s Convention.  800 people attended the annual firemen’s dance.  The fire department took delivery of a new aerial truck at a cost of $15,000 of which Oneida Ltd. paid one third.  Samuel Usborne was named assistant chief. There were reports of several fires within the city including the high school fire in February 1940.

-In 1941 the Civic band opened its fifth season.  

-In 1942 CAC visiting nurses have 288 visits in November.

-In 1943:  Twenty truckloads of tin were collected for the war effort.  There were several articles on the subject of food rationing.  Thirteen trucks and forty individuals got 32 ½ tons of metal during a 3 ½ hour drive.
-Also in the 1940s:  The Little theater group was active.  Oneida Limited paid a mid-summer and Christmas bonus.
