-Springtime Is BBQ Time- Holding a BBQ should be a safe experience for everyone.  To prevent injuries or damage to property remember:

·    -Never grill indoors or in your garage.

·    -Keep children away from hot charcoal or open flame.

·    -Ensure that you grill is in good working order.

·    -Keep your grill away from your house, garage and   

·     deck railings.

·     -When using a gas grill check for leaks with soapy   

·     water.  Open the grill lid before turning on the gas or 
·     lighting.  Always have the gas turned off at the tank 
·     when not in use.*

-Carbon Monoxide Detectors- New York State law mandates that a carbon monoxide alarm must be installed in all new and existing one and two-family dwellings as well as multifamily dwellings that have a fuel-burning appliance or system or an attached garage.  The alarms must be listed to comply with UL 2034 or CSA 6.19 and be installed in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.*

-Clothes Dryers- Clothes dryers account for about 15,000 structure fires, 15 deaths and 400 injuries each year.  “Failure to clean” is the leading factor contributing to clothes dryer fires in residential buildings.*

-House Numbers- Please make sure that your house number is clearly visible from the road.  This can help us find you when you call for help.
