Assessor’s News- March 1, 2013 is the deadline for filing certain property tax exemption applications with the Assessor’s office.  Many exemptions do not automatically renew each year.  Two of these are the Senior Citizen’s exemption and the Enhanced STAR exemption, which both require annual renewal applications and proof of qualifying income levels.

The Senior Citizen’s exemption, with far lower income limits than the Enhanced STAR exemption, is normally based on the previous year’s income.  Therefore, if you are interested in the Senior Citizen’s exemption, you must provide proof of your 2012 income.  Form SS 1099 (Social Security) is one of the documents, in addition to tax returns, often needed to prove your income level.  Please remember to bring in receipts for your out-of-pocket unreimbursed medical and prescription expenses.  They are used to reduce your income.  Allowed and unreimbursed out-of-pocket expenses include dental, health insurance premium payments, eyeglasses, hearing aids and others as defined by the Internal Revenue Service. 

Enhanced STAR ONLY qualification is based upon age 65 in 2013 and 2011 income.  Those applying for a new or renewed Enhanced STAR exemption may elect to participate in a voluntary program whereby the Assessor’s office is automatically notified in future years by the State regarding the income eligibility of the applicant(s).  This “automatic” process is only useful for those filing New York State income tax returns.  Applications for the so-called “Income Verification Program” are available at the Assessor’s office.  This “automatic” process cannot be used for any other income-related exemption application such as and including the Senior Citizen’s exemption application.

The Basic STAR property tax exemption, although very easy to qualify for (no income limit for instance), must be applied for, although renewal is not necessary.  If you have recently purchased a residence in Sherrill or have not previously applied for the Basic STAR exemption, you may qualify for this significant property tax exemption designed to lower your school tax bill.  The residence MUST be your primary residence to qualify for Basic STAR.
Bob Comis, Assessor for the City of Sherrill, has established the following dates and times to process exemptions by the March 1st deadline:  January 30, 31 & February 1, 5, 6, 7, 13, 14, 15, 21, 22, 25, 26, 27, & 28, 9am-12pm; If changes to the schedule are needed they will be posted on the website, www.sherrillny.org.  In addition, he is at Sherrill City Hall Monday through Friday and is available for appointments.  Contact Bob at City Hall, 363-2440.

For those property owners considering construction this upcoming year, you are welcome to meet with Bob and discuss the potential change to your City assessed value.

For your convenience, the Town of Vernon Assessor’s Office, located in the Town Hall in Vernon (next to the elementary school) welcomes inquiries and visits from all town property owners, residents, and taxpayers (including those in Sherrill). Sherrill residents can receive some of the same services that they receive from the Sherrill Assessor’s Office at the Vernon Assessor’s office, including assistance relating to exemption applications.  The Vernon Assessor’s hours are Monday & Thursday from 9am-2pm through the month of February.  Frank Laguzza is the Chairman of the Town of Vernon Board of Assessors. Name Changes- From time to time we are asked if a name can be changed on a future tax roll based upon a divorce or annulment. The short answer is yes.  Below is a summary from the State  Opinions of Counsel:  

Notwithstanding the lack of a written instrument evidencing a conveyance of title, an assessor may correct assessment records to show as the owner of real property the name of a person who has resumed the use of a maiden name or former surname after a divorce or annulment, or the names of devisees or distributees of a decedent. We are asked whether an assessor may change assessment records to show as the name of the owner of real property the name of a person who:

(1) has resumed the use of a maiden name or former surname after divorce or annulment; and

(2) has acquired title to property by will or intestacy.

No deed has been recorded or offered as evidence of the new ownership.

Historical Happenings From Craig Crowell, Historian

-1918 - There were 161 OCLAA employees in service. 28 were from St. Helena’s Church. There was military drill for 16-18 year old boys in Sherrill schools.

-1919- Sherrill American Legion Post had 242 members and was seeking a goal of 250.  The Ladies Auxiliary of the Legion Post was formed. Claude Marble makes artificial limbs for Red Cross.
-1929- A contract was awarded for a Route 5 shortcut from the High Bridge to Morrison’s crossing. Local Masonic men’s bowling team wins state title.
-1930- Buses took over for trolley cars from Syracuse to Utica.  The Oneida Dispatch was named the city’s official newspaper. There was a band concert in Kenwood Park.
-1931- Sherrill Road from Route 5 to Hamilton Ave was widened. William A. Rogers Division to move to Sherrill
-Triangle Park at the corner of Sherrill Road and E. Hinds Ave. was renamed Brown Park. 
-1932- Boy Scouts build a shack at Robertson Park.  Masons hold week-long fair.

-1933- Claude Marble is reelected town supervisor.

-Other events from the time period, actual dates not available-“Folks at Home” articles on School St., Elmwood Pl., Kinsley St. Primo Ave., Pexton St., E. Campbell Ave, Willow Pl.  Sherrill bowlers Jessie Smith, Eva Miller, Edna Lewis, Celia Jackson and Marie Hollingsworth are NYS champions. 

Laura Wilson passes bar examination and is admitted to bar.  Fred Thurston & family have flag that flew over Ft. Stanwix.

From the Fire Department- It’s time to prepare for winter… (From NYS Winter Preparedness guide)

Fire Safety – Wood-burning stoves, fireplaces and heaters can add a cozy glow, but make sure you are using them safely.  

-Always keep a screen around an open flame.  

-Never use gasoline to start your fireplace.  

-Never burn charcoal indoors.

-Do not close the damper when ashes are hot.

-When using alternative heat sources such as a fireplace, woodstove, etc. always make sure you have proper ventilation.  Keep curtains, towels and potholders away from hot surfaces.

-Have your chimney checked before the season for creosote buildup- and then clean it.

-Have a fire extinguisher and smoke detector and make sure they work.  Establish a well-planned escape route with the entire family.
Carbon Monoxide Poisoning - This is a silent, deadly killer claiming about 1,000 lives each year in the U.S.  Automotive exhaust, home heating systems, obstructed chimneys and poorly vented generators, kerosene heaters, gas grills and other items used for cooking and heating can produce the colorless, odorless gas.  

-NEVER run generators indoors.  Open a window slightly when using a kerosene heater.

-NEVER use charcoal to cook indoors.

-NEVER use a gas oven to heat your home.

Symptoms of carbon monoxide poisoning include sleepiness, headaches and dizziness.  If you suspect carbon monoxide poisoning, dial 911.

Drive Safely- The leading cause of death and injuries during winter storms is transportation accidents.

- Before getting behind the wheel this winter season, make sure your vehicle is clear of ice and snow.  Good vision is a key to good driving.

-Plan your stops and keep more distance between cars.  Be extra alert.  Remember, snowdrifts can hide smaller children.  Always match your speed to the road and weather conditions.
Fire Hydrants- Please keep the hydrants near your house clear of snow. This could save firefighters precious minutes if a structure fire should occur.  Remember that the house you save could be your own.

Beginning in 2013 the City Codes Officer Dennis Watts will be contacting owners of non-owner occupied multi-family residential dwellings to schedule an interior building inspection.  The apartment owners will be notified by mail as to date and time of inspection.  The inspection is intended to confirm that the property is in compliance with Property Maintenance Code of NY State.  This code is intended to provide minimum requirements to safeguard public safety, health and general welfare insofar as they are affected by the occupancy and maintenance of structures and premises.  In the coming months more information will be posted on the City’s website.   Additional codes questions can be directed to Dennis Watts at 363-2440 or 363-9619.  His current office hours are Fridays 8am-2pm.
