Starting July 5
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One Bin

No Bags

Did you know each day city workers pick up about 7.74 tons of garbage?

Did you know that the city pays to get rid of the garbage?

Did you know that it’s free for the city to get rid of recyclables?

They go to a facility where they are sorted and resold to people who use them to make new things!

Did you know that the City of Sherrill recycled 145.63 tons of paper products last year?

Did you know the City of Sherrill recycled 81.61 tons of plastic, glass and cans last year?
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Starting July 5
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As of July 5 the Oneida-Herkimer Solid Waste Authority is going to implement a program telling people to place all recyclable items- paper, plastic, metal, and glass together in one designated bin with a lid, under 32 gallons, with 
NO BAGS
for collection.

If possible, here in Sherrill we would like you to continue the same way you have been recycling by placing paper products in one container/no bag, and plastic, glass, and cans in a second container/no bag, with

NO BAGS
for collection.

By  not using a bag  for recyclables, it’s easier to sort the recyclables at the facility.

The reason the City of Sherrill is asking you to continue the same way you have been recycling is because of the storage facilities at the DPW garage.  If you choose to comingle your recyclables into one container we will still pick them up.

Garbage may still be placed in bags.

*1 exception to the rule*

Please put shredded paper in a clear plastic bag.

*Barriers such as fences are required around swimming pools, hot tubs, and spas.  This includes both fixed and portable units including pre-formed or inflatable pools.  

*Parents- If your children skateboard or rollerblade, please make sure they keep ramps/jumps off city streets.  This interferes with traffic and could cause an accident.  We do not want to see your child get injured by a passing vehicle.  Also- 

children under the age of 14 are required to wear a helmet when riding a bike or rollerblading.  It’s the law and you, the parent, are responsible for your child’s safety.

*Any bicycle not registered with the Police Department can be registered by stopping at the Police Department.  There is no fee for this service and the information filed is essential in reporting or identifying found, stolen or recovered bikes.

*All New York registered vehicles are required to have two license plates securely attached.  The plates cannot be covered with any type of material, including transparent plate covers.

*Motorists are reminded to be aware of increased pedestrian traffic and to be on the lookout for pedestrians, bicycles, skateboarders and roller bladers.

*Pedestrians are encouraged to use sidewalks where available.  
*Please remember to lock your vehicles at all times in your driveways, on city streets, and in parking lots.

*Residents going on vacation or leaving for any extended period are encouraged to check in with the Police Department for a home security check in your absence.

Historical Happenings

From Craig Crowell, Historian

Some area residents will remember Steve Peek who was head of the Community Associated Clubs for many years and a few will remember Steve as a member of the Sherrill baseball team back in the late 40’s,  A new book about Joe DiMaggio of the New York Yankees, “56”, tells that Steve who was a “rookie” pitcher for the Yankees in the early 40’s and again after World War II, was the starting pitcher for the Yankees when they played the Washington Senators in the first night baseball game played in Washington in 1941.
Other historical tidbits:

-The Sherrill library opened in 1911 with 396 volumes. Now they possess 21,490 including some of the original volumes. 

-In 1919 the top bowling average in Sherrill was 177. 

-Home mail delivery in Sherrill began in 1921.  We still get this service but the mail is now dispatched from Oneida.

-The city water system began in 1926.

-In 1938 the Sherrill High School orchestra was the NYS Class C winners.

-The Youth Center at the CAC opened in 1945.

-Don’t put your snow shovels away yet.  On May 11, 1945 the area experienced a big snowstorm. Peonies were in bloom.

-In the Sherrill archives, there are over 150 binders with information in over 530 categories plus four full binders of pictures, four flat boxes of full newspaper pages and several boxes of miscellaneous items and publications.

Residents are constantly bringing in items for inclusion in the archives, sometimes a box of items, sometimes an envelope full and sometimes just a single item.  All are greatly appreciated even if we have the item already. Two is better than none.
