Department of Public Works Reminders

-Brush and Green Waste Information- Green waste which includes grass and leaves must be separated from brush which includes sticks and limbs when set out for pick-up or when dropped off at the DPW garage.  They must be separated because green waste is used for compost and brush is taken to a facility to be chipped.  Brush must be no longer than six feet and no wider than twelve inches.  Soil and rocks are not accepted.

-Brush and Green Waste Pick-Up- Every other Monday- June 4, June 18, July 2, July 16, July 30, August 13, August 27, September 10, September 24, October 8, October 22

-Garbage and Recycling- The DPW will no longer pick up garbage or recycling in containers that are larger than 32 gallons.  Please make sure that garbage and recycling are placed in 10-32 gallon containers, garbage weighs less than 40 pounds and recycling weighs less than 20 pounds.

-Motorists are reminded to be aware of increased pedestrian traffic and to be on the lookout for pedestrians, bicycles, skateboarders and roller bladers.

-Pedestrians are encouraged to use sidewalks where available.  

-At night bikes are required to have lights. 

-There is a leash law in Sherrill.  Additionally please remember to pick up after your dogs.

-Parents- If your children skateboard or rollerblade, please make sure they keep ramps/jumps off city streets.  This interferes with traffic and could cause an accident.  We do not want to see your child get injured by a passing vehicle.  Also- children under the age of 14 are required to wear a helmet when riding a bike or rollerblading.  It’s the law and you, the parent, are responsible for your child’s safety.

Fire Department News and Notes

-Fireworks and Chicken BBQ- Planning to have guests for the fireworks in Sherrill this year?  Let us do the cooking for you!  Sherrill-Kenwood Volunteer Fire Department will again host a chicken BBQ on fireworks day, July 28.  Watch for our signs for times.

-BBQ Grills- Each year in the US, fire departments respond to an average of 8,200 fires involving grills.  These fires do an estimated $75 million in direct property damage. Be sure your grill is in good working condition. If it is a gas grill, check for leaks with soapy water.  Place your grill well away from your home, siding, deck railings and out from under eaves.  Keep children and pets away from the grilling area.  Keep your grill clean by removing fat and grease buildup.  Never leave your grill unattended.

-Chimineas and Fireplaces- State fire code requires that recreational fires not be within 25 feet of any structure or other combustible material (including fences, hedges, etc).  All fires must be constantly attended until the fire is extinguished.  

-Cigarettes and Mulch- Please do not discard cigarette butts in your landscaping mulch or peat moss.  The resulting fire can smolder, travel, and be small enough to not be noticed until it reaches your porch or house.  Over the years, the fire department has responded to numerous porch fires caused by discarded cigarettes.

-Clothes Dryers and Vent Maintenance- Dryer fires account for 15,000 structure fires annually.  Clean your dryer vent on a regular basis to remove lint buildup that could cause a fire.
