-William (Bill) Vineall wins seat on the commission

-Squirrels disrupt power.

-Circus comes to town.

-Oneida Ltd. report’s earnings down in third quarter but pays dividend.
-VVS football team ranked 12th in state.
-VVS volleyball team section III and regional champions.
-VVS wins section III field hockey championship.
-35th annual Fantasy Fair held at Christ Church.
-VVS voters approve building plan.
-Maple producers’ conference held at VVS.

-Pamela M. Fuller, former principal, named superintendent of finance at VVS.

When I was appointed City Historian in 2000, I “inherited” about 50 scrapbooks with articles pasted in, sometimes on top of one another, five suit boxes of loose clippings and a few other assorted boxes of clippings.  As I take leave from the position, there are now over 40,000 items in over 160 indexed binders, several binders of special events, several flat boxes of newspapers preserved in acid free sleeves, several boxes of several events like the 25th, 50th and 75th anniversary.  All are in the climate controlled room at City Hall.  My sincere thanks to many residents who furnished articles and clippings of past events. Two of these residents need to be cited, Beatrice Waltz and Ann Mae Putaski Tooke.  Each had collected over 5 binders of invaluable information which are now part of the Sherrill historical archives. I am certain that whoever inherits this position will similarly be thankful for your contributions.  Although I have left Sherrill in body, Sherrill will always be my home.
