Assessor News

It is time to renew your Enhanced STAR (New York State School Tax Relief Program) school property tax exemption.  The Enhanced STAR income maximum for 2010 is $79,050.  Please contact Bob Comis at City Hall to schedule an appointment.  

Those applying for a new or renewed Enhanced STAR exemption may elect to participate in a voluntary program whereby the Assessor’s office is automatically notified in future years by the State regarding the income eligibility of the applicant(s).  This “automatic” process is only useful for those filing New York State income tax returns.  Applications for the so-called “Income Verification Program” are available at the Assessor’s office.  This “automatic” process cannot be used for any other income-related exemption application such as and including the Senior Citizens exemption application. 

The Basic STAR property tax exemption, although very easy to qualify for, must be applied for and renewal is not necessary.  If you have recently purchased a residence in Sherrill or have not previously applied for the Basic STAR exemption you may qualify for this significant property tax exemption designed to lower your school tax bill.  The residence must be your primary residence to qualify for Basic STAR.
Garbage and Recyclable Reminders

DPW employees lift many garbage and recyclable containers each day.  Please make sure garbage is placed in 32 gallon or less containers not weighing more than 40 pounds.  Please place garbage out no earlier than 6:00pm of the evening before the day of regular pick-up.

 Brush and Green Waste Pick-Up Dates: 
October 10, October 24, and November 7
After November 7, all brush must be taken to the City’s transfer station at no charge.  The City will start to pick up leaves when the weather dictates.  Leaves are used for composting so please do not put branches, sticks, or twigs in with your leaves.  Please rake leaves to the curb or bag them.
Transfer Station:  The Transfer Station will be open Fridays 3:30pm – 5:30 pm and Saturdays 8:00am – 1:00pm until December 3.  After that it will be open only on Saturdays.

The Sherrill-Kenwood Water District responded immediately to our call for help.  We are grateful for their prompt and efficient help. Sherrill-Kenwood Water District:  Water mains will be flushed again this year.  Please check the Oneida Dispatch or contact City Hall for dates.

-In 1948 the fire department took delivery of a new quad truck.

-The Post office moved from the Corona Block on East Seneca St. to the 500 block of Sherrill Rd.

-In 1959 nine female veterans join Sherrill American Legion Post 230.  Membership is at 621.

-300 attend Rotary charter night in 1955.

-In 1967 Oneida Ltd. stock now on the New York Stock Exchange.
-In 1958 Oneida Ltd. began production of melamine products.

Kibbles and “Tid” Bits for our Canine Friends
 -Effective January 1, 2011 New York State no longer oversees the dog licensing process and the local municipalities were required to administrate the process.  This unfortunately necessitated an increase in the dog licensing fees to $25 for unspayed or unneutered and $12 for spayed or neutered dogs.
-2011 renewal licenses as well as original licenses will result in the issuance of a new City of Sherrill dog ID tag, since the previous old NYS tag numbers need to be purged from the Sherrill database.
-Remember you must license your dog over four months old.
-There is a City leash law that provides for a $25 fine for letting your dog run at large.  Subsequent offenses could cost up to $100.  This includes allowing dogs to enter the street in pursuit of walkers, joggers, rollerbladers, bikers etc.
-The City’s dog ordinance not only covers licensing but Section 2b(5) states that “No person shall keep or harbor a dog which damages, or destroys the property of another or which soils public property (including City parks) or private property (other than the owner’s) without the consent of such other property owner.  The owner shall remove any fecal matter deposited by his dog off the owner’s premises promptly upon his knowledge of such deposit.”  These offenses are subject to the same $25 fines as the licensing and subsequent offenses could escalate to $100 and/or 10 days in jail.

News from City Hall

The 2012 budget will be the first since the adoption of a property tax cap requirement by New York State.  The property tax cap will not significantly impact Sherrill’s budget next year. However, the law as presently written will influence all jurisdictions that utilize property taxes to fund operations including Sherrill in the future.  In light of potential future impact the cap could have on Sherrill, the City Commission will have a public informational meeting on October 24th. The City at that time of its fiscal year is in the initial stages of budget development.  The Commission and City administration welcome the opportunity to have a dialog with the public as we develop the 2012 budget and continue to plan for future budgets now influenced by the property tax cap law.  The informational session will be held in Sherrill City Court immediately following the Commission’s 7:00pm meeting.
