It has been a long winter for the City Public Works Department. The crews did a great job keeping our roads and sidewalks clear of snow for all of our safety.  In addition, the crews did a nice job keeping our skating rink in perfect condition for one of the longest stretches we’ve had for good ice making.  As the weather improves, you will see the crews out cleaning streets and beginning our green waste program.  More importantly, the crews will jump on installing drainage at the Noyes Park baseball field, re-grading the infield and installing new sod.  This field will have a very busy season with the Silversmiths returning and a full schedule of Senior and Junior American Legion teams with games scheduled virtually every night this June and July.  There is nothing better than community baseball played by very talented young men.

Please join me in congratulating Christopher Dunn on his retirement at the end of this coming April.  For the last 30 years, Chris has been invaluable to the Wastewater Treatment Plant and Water Department where he has been the Superintendent.  Many thanks and best wishes to Chris and Pam as they begin this new stage of their lives.  Congrats to Kevin Mumford who will be taking over most of Chris’s duties at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Kevin has proven to be more than capable and I am confident the facility is in good hands. As part of our reorganization, Matt Stevens has transferred from the Public Works Department to the wastewater facility.  Matt is very enthusiastic and is going through a significant training program.  We wish him well.  I also want you all to welcome Matt Stone to the Public Works Department.  Many of you have probably seen Matt around town as he has had a private landscape and plowing business and worked at Noyes Manor.  

In our continuing commitment to improve safety and service to our city, you have probably seen the new traffic lights.  The new LED lights comply with NYSDOT regulations and will be programmed to be blinking red/yellow operation overnight and will ensure pedestrian and traffic safety.  Also, we have had a work group to update the City Zoning Regulations.  Look for notices on the upcoming Public Hearing.  Lastly, we have begun the process of investigating on-line and credit card bill paying for utility bills and taxes.  We will be working on this as the year progresses.  We will keep you posted.

Fire Extinguisher Recall- Kidde Safety Products has recalled some disposable plastic fire extinguishers due to a faulty valve component which can cause them to not fully discharge during a fire emergency.  To see if your extinguisher is affected, call Kidde at (855) 283-7991 or check online at www.kidde.com.
Spring Fire Tips

-Test smoke and carbon monoxide detectors and change batteries.  

-Check fire extinguishers to ensure they are properly charged.

-Check for overloaded or damaged extension cords and replace if needed.

-Have an emergency preparedness kit in case of incidents such as power outages and flooding.

-Practice your family’s fire escape plan so everyone knows what to do in an emergency.

-Check windows to ensure they open and close properly in case they are needed as an exit.

-Properly store household chemicals and never mix cleaning agents.

-Pull refrigerators out and vacuum or dust coils.

-Keep stairs and landings clear for safe evacuation in an emergency.

-Make sure address numbers are up and visible from the street.

-Properly store paints, pool and yard chemicals.

-Check fuel containers for leaks and make sure they are properly stored.

-Let power equipment sit for 30 minutes before placing it inside to be sure there is no possibility of fire.
