MODIFY EAST SENECA STREET FOR DOT RECORDS

Seneca Street from that point.  M. Holmes has also conversation with the 911 center previously confirming North of Route 5 as the Start of E. Seneca St.  Motion was made by J. State Street and still run to Willow Street for a total of .34 miles and DOT ID #126827 be modified to eliminate the section that starts at E. Seneca Street and runs to E. State Street for .20 miles.
